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VALE ROSALIE BONIGHTON

The Society is sad to report the death of member Rosalie Bonighton on Wednesday 21 December 2011 after a long battle with cancer.
Also a member of RSCM, she was Western Area Representative since 1999, and became Victorian Chairman from 2003 to 2006. Rosalie
was a prolific composer of liturgical music, having studied under Keith Humble, Ian Bonighton, Theodore Dollarhide and Lawrence
Whiffin, and completing her Master of Arts Degree at La Trobe University, her thesis being on contemporary liturgical music. Her works
have been commissioned by the National Liturgical Music Convention, the Royal School of Church Music Australia, the University of
Ballarat, the Australian Music Examinations Board, and publisher Kevin Mayhew (UK).

Rosalie was Organist and Director of Music at St John’s Anglican Church, Soldiers’ Hill, Ballarat, and organist to Ballarat Grammar
School. Her funeral was held at St John’s on Thursday 29 December and featured a selection of her organ and choral compositions,
including the Melbourne Setting of the Eucharist commissioned for RSCM. There are plans for a celebration of her work at a later date in
Ballarat.
